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SERT Equipment Inventory Updating Instructions

In the event of a large scale emergency in North Carolina, the NC Fire Service Emergency Response Plan is available to provide for the systematic mobilization, deployment, organization and management of fire based resources.
The initial/primary source for determination of available resources will be the State Emergency Response Team (SERT) inventory database.  There are 2 ways that resources get entered into the database.  The first method is through periodic department NCRRS rating surveys conducted by OSFM.  The second method is by updates done by each individual fire department.  Since OSFM surveys are only conducted every 5-7 years, individual fire department updates are the most preferred method.  

For those unfamiliar with the process, the following pages provide instructions for updating your department inventory information in the database.  Things you will need to have:

1) Internet access

2) A copy of the NIMS Typing Guide for apparatus (from the NCAFC website – here is the link -  http://www.ncafc.com/nwcg.doc )

3) Equipment specifications – make, model, pump size, tank size, etc.

Go to the OSFM website, select Ratings and Inspections page, you should see the SERT Equip Inventory tab on the left.
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Once on this page, you will need your username and password that was sent to each Fire Chief  by US mail.  If you do not have it, contact Shirley Lofton, Inspections Administrator at 919-661-5880 for assistance.
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Once you have signed in, you should see all equipment in the database from your fire department.  You can click on any piece of equipment to see the details and make any changes.  NOTE – you should open each Engine and Tanker/Water Tender and update the NIMS type for that unit.
At the bottom of the page is the field to add a new piece of equipment.  Select the equipment type and click on the “Add” button.  Enter the information and click SAVE when you finish.
